Tyson Library Receives $10,000 National Grant

$§10,000 Grant Will Help Tyson Library Work with Residents
with Disabilities to Improve Physical Accessbility to the
Library and to Grow the Library’s Large Print Collection
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Tyson Library has been selected as one of
310 libraries to participate in round two of
Libraries Transforming Communities:
Accessible Small and Rural Communities, an
American Library Association (ALA) initiative
that provides community engagement and
accessibility resources to small and rural
libraries to help them better serve people with
disabilities.

The competitive award comes with a
$10,000 grant that will help the library replace
our sidewalk, especially the portion which
brings patrons around to our handicap
accessible entrance.

“We have many patrons who walk from
nearby residences to our library, and we have
others who need easy and safe access to our
ramp and automatice door,” said Director
Margaret Marcy. “The majority of these grant
funds will cover the cost of that infrastructure
improvement process, and any remaining
funds will be used to purchase books for our
large print collection.”
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Tyson Library Names Bookmark Contest Winners

For almost 2 decades, Tyson Library
has held an annual bookmark contest
that is open to all Ripley County
students. The library invites students to
design a bookmark that showcases the
fun and adventure of reading, books, or
Tyson Library.

Tyson Library chooses winners
through a staff voting process and
simple point system. The winning
bookmarks - there are usually 3 from
each age category - are then considered
the library’s official bookmarks for the
year.

The designs from every contest are on
display in library. The most recent years’
designs can be found in the Children’s
Area, and those from earlier years are in
the library’s large conference room.
